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Paul Larson, Ph.D.
Paul Larson obtained a Ph.D. in 1977 from the University of Utah and a J.D. from DePaul University in 1993. He has been an associate professor with The Chicago School since 1997 and coordinator of the Health Psychology and Forensic Psychology concentrations. Dr. Larson has worked with in-patient, residential, and out-patient veterans; primarily with severe and chronic disabilities, including a variety of physical and medical conditions and mental illness. 
Shad Meshad, MSW

Shad Meshad received his Master’s Degree in psychiatric social work from Florida State University in 1968 and enlisted in the Army in 1970, serving as a counselor for U.S. soldiers in Vietnam. Upon his return to the U.S., Meshad founded and directed the Vietnam Veterans Re-Socialization Unit at the VA Hospital in Los Angeles, California. It was the first program of its kind, focusing on the readjustment problems of Vietnam veterans. During this time, Meshad was among the first to study the disorder now known as Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder, or PTSD. Meshad is also the president and founder of the National Veterans Foundation (NVF) and has spent more than 30 years working as a therapist for veterans and an advocate for veterans’ rights. Meshad has received many service awards and recognitions for his work. He authored a book about his year in Vietnam, Captain For Dark Mornings, which highly acclaimed, is in its second printing. 

John Mundt, Ph.D. 
John Mundt holds a Ph.D. in Clinical Psychology from the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. He has been a Licensed Clinical Psychologist at the Jesse Brown VA Medical Center in Chicago, Illinois since 1992, providing both long-term and time-limited psychotherapy as well as psychological assessment and case management for veterans.   Since 1996, Dr. Mundt has been the psychologist in the Medical Center's acute-care partial hospitalization program with a focus on brief treatment of PTSD stemming from combat, sexual assault and inner-city violence as well as other types of trauma.  Dr. Mundt also maintains a private psychotherapy practice, treating individuals, couples and families around a range of issues, including post-traumatic reactions.    He is an experienced teacher, lecturer and trainer, and has presented on PTSD with returning combat veterans around the country.   He has been an Assistant Professor of Psychology in Psychiatry at the University of Illinois at Chicago since 1994.   He has supervised and trained psychiatry residents, medical students and psychology interns in psychotherapy, diagnostic interviewing and active case management.   
Jonathan Shay, M.D., Ph.D.
Jonathan Shay received a B.A. in 1963 from Harvard University and an M.D. and Ph.D. in 1971 and 1972 from the University of Pennsylvania. He served as a staff psychiatrist at the Department of Veteran Affairs Outpatient Clinic in Boston, Massachusetts from 1987 to 2008, and in Spring 2009, was appointed the Omar Bradley Chair of Strategic Leadership, US Army War College and Dickinson College. Dr. Shay has also authored two books, Achilles in Vietnam: Combat Trauma and the Undoing of Character (1994) and Odysseus in America: Combat Trauma and the Trials of Homecoming (2002).
